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(3)Pass the CLUT-mandated English proficiency test and "Academic Ethics Education” course.
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(4)Complete any one interdisciplinary credit program, a departmental course module, a micro-program, a minor,or a double major offered by CLUT.
Failure to complete the requirement will result in ineligibility for graduation.
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Pass the “Off-Campus Internship” is subject to the regulations of the department.
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Credits in parentheses in the course requirement table are not counted toward the total graduation credits.
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According to the developmental needs of the department, the course requirement table may be revised by adhering to the CLUT course planning
procedures.
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The implementation details of graduation requirements primarily rely on the decisions made in the departmental curriculum committee meetings and
announcements on the departmental website.
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Credits earned from massive open online courses (M0OCs) offered or recognized by CLUT may be counted toward graduation requirements as per the
CLUT guidelines for the implementation from these courses.
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
